Day 7  Hokitika, Punakaiki (B,D) 
Before our departure this morning, there is the 
opportunity to experience an optional scenic flight over 
this remarkable region (subject to weather conditions).  
At Hokitika, we stop to visit to a Pounamu (also known 
as Greenstone or Jade) factory. Pounamu is considered 
a treasure in Maori culture and is seen as a sign of 
status and power.
