


Day 1: Welcome to Auckland
Explore Auckland at your own pace. 
This evening, enjoy a Welcome 
Reception with your Travel Director 
Hotel: VR Queen Street, Auckland. 

Day 2: Auckland – Bay of Islands
Travel along the scenic Hibiscus 
Coast to the Bay of Islands. See 
spectacular scenery as you cruise to 
Cape Brett, and the ‘Hole in the Rock’. 
As you return to Paihia past through 
picturesque islands with deserted 
sandy beaches and secluded bays. 
Hotel: Copthorne Resort, Garden 
View, Bay of Islands, 2 nights. B D

Day 3: Bay of Islands Free Time
Explore the Bay of Islands at your 
own pace today. Perhaps sail on a 
historic tall ship, take the ferry to 
the charming town of Russell, the 
country’s first sea-port, or explore the 
historic Waitangi Treaty Grounds.

Day 8: Wellington – Picton

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Day 9: Picton – Christchurch
